As part of GOS Australia’s plans to expand its joinery business
into 4500m?2 of new storage facility, the company is making
major efforts to increase its level of automation and improve
throughput and batch changeover fimes.

lo help achieve its goal it has
recently invesled in a second
CMC Holzher edgebanding
machine, alse supplied by
Weinig Ausiralia, including a
carfridge glue loading skafion
and an automated barbearic
work handling system, which
stacks, wrrstacks, refurns and
roiaies the board so that il

is orienialed <:QI'I‘E|’.‘.||}" o
stacking or lor reintroduciion
tor the machine.

The new locility, which
is just mest dmr, will gives
them “ohead of fimes’
manufachuring capabiling,
empowering lhem o provide
their clients with guurunh‘.\@d
an lime delivery.

(GO5 Ausiralia [GOSA),
lormerly known as Graphic
Office Systems, was
starled 25 years ogo by
Collin Hiul. Today, it is a
highly productive modem
lacility eccupying 3500m32
of shopllocr spoce of
Heidelberg Heights,
Melbourne. It manufachmes
a wide range ol commercial
joineny fexr major apxarlment
litcuts, hospilals, holels,
universities and labeoralories.

The machine shop
comprises numercus high
speed CMNC sawing lables,
latbed routing machines,
enchosed spraying equipment
and, of course, the wo
Helsher edgebarders, which
sequentially square up the
edges of each panel belore

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lo help GOSA manage the
complex logistics of renning
such a diverse company,
thery hove developed a very
sophisficated irhouse dala
base, which allows lhem

edgebanders in the first
place.

"We were well aware
of Holzher's range of
edgebanders. We knew
their capability as they
have had a presence in the
merket for some lime now.
In fact, our very first edge
bander was a Holzher,” said
Charlie.

"Craig Stevens,
Holzher's lechnical sales
representative, came o
see me and showed me
Haolzher's carridge system,
which can easiby ulilise PLIR
and coboured glues, and
theal gol us rhinking about

how it could complement our

edgebanding line.

"We wenl lo see the
machine in aclion al the
AWISA, show in ydney a
couple of months kater and,
based on the demo and
the chal we had with the
represeniafives al Holzher
Awsiralia, we purchased the
Arcus 1336 on the spot.”

Halzher Ausiralia, which
is based in Sydnay, MNSW,
is 100% part of the Weinig
group and not simply an
Australion agent, allowing
il lo alfer all the advaniages
al itz inlernafional Geman
parent company. The
company has premises
and kechnical slaff in both
Melboume and Sydney,
which handle all business in
Australia direciby.

This was GOSAs firs
machine with a cariridge
system, which has many
advanioges over the mane
traditional glee pot system,
including less mess, shorler
heat vp imes, PUR glues
and a range of colours. PLR
glues are waterproc, heal

proal and selvent proal and
have a much stronger bend.
They are also insensifive 1o
wexathering, howve a near
irvisible 5_;|u:-3- lire, do not
require primers for laminates
or salid fimber and can alsa
be used with aluminium
s.\dging;.

Charlie said they hod
bought it with a view Io buying
a second one il -L:rmq-"h'-ng
wosrtked ool as -:?}q:eclm:l.

[hey were plamning a new
fline lor the newly acguired
fnci|ir:,r with an aulomaled
wrk }E1r|d|ing:_] syshem. In feact,
evenghing worked cut so well
thet within four monihs (OG54
had the second machine,

an Arcus 1334, up and
running in the new focilite. The
machine works in conjundion
with the culemated barbaric
sewling loades, which enables
it b be opeated slleclively
with just one person. The firs
edgebander remains in the
main wc:»rkshup ard is IK.E:'FJ‘ in
consiant use.

“We needed something
that was easy lo sei up, easy
lo change and adjust and
also ook advaniage of the
<:c|r‘.r':<ig¢.= syslemn”, conlinued
Charlie. "Because of the
reduced labour requited
and the eass ol satup, il will
Jive us a quit:k refurn on our
invesiment.

“Relicbility wos also a key
leacion. Although we onby
had the first machine for o
lewe months belore buying
lhe second, we had already
sean the potential of the
mochine ond that rhey WETE
well designed and easy o
mainiain.

"Halzher has successfully
infreduced CHC server
melor conlrol syskems,
rypically only seen on langer
machines, which is fanksstic.
[ '.-'er},-'lhing is nit:i!l'}f c:rg:lnista-d
with ample spoce betwesn
each of the sialions.

“Switching bebaeen
FLR and siandoard §|L:—:.= is

straighiferward; you simphy

put o purging t.'urlridgﬁ in

front of the glue carirdge you

wish i change over Io. This
fhushes the system through
ready for the new glue
carlridge — there is no mess.

"Ancther huge advanioge
ol Halzher's carridge glue
sysiem is the reduced siart up
fime required. You can come
in on a cold moming, skari
the machine up, and within
a few minuies you are ready
to go. With machines reliant
on o glue pot, you have got
o wail a good 20 minules
fox the g|ue pol o heat up
belore you can effectively
use the machine. Coloured
glues can also be easily
u|i|i5::er], b} simph.r chc:nging
over slegs.”

Charlie believes having
trve CHNC control 5 also a
greal advanlage over mone
tradificnal analogue systems
with preumalic aclalors.

“With the machine as
it is we can do minor
adjusiments on the fhy.

We do not have to stop

the machine, wail for

the preuvmatic locks 1o
disengage, open the doors,
adjust i, close i, re-sian
the: mochine and do this all
again il it is no geod,” said
Charlie. “Al the end of the
day the operalor does a

bit of maintenance, which

incledes cleaning the combs,

a general blowdown of the
machine and then anything
that needs doing from

the general mainkenance

schedule such as greasing
any achuator shides.”
